The NSS & RRC coordinators, Dr. Prayagamurthy & Dr. Madina participated
in this program along with the local ANM and ASHA workers.

A total of 50 students of first year were administered the albendazole
tablets.

Reduce worm infections: The primary goal is to reduce the prevalence and
intensity of STH infections in children and adolescents to a level no longer
considered a public health problem.

Improve child health and nutrition: By deworming, the program aims to
improve children's health and nutritional status, combatting under-nutrition
and anemia linked to worm infestations.

Enhance overall well-being: The initiative seeks to improve the overall
quality of life for children and adolescents by ensuring they are free from
the debilitating effects of worm infections.

Promote healthy habits: NDD also includes efforts to raise public
awareness about the harmful effects of worm infestations and promote
healthy habits, such as those related to sanitation and hygiene, to prevent

future infections.
