Brief Report:

< At the Government Degree College, a World AIDS Day awareness program was

organized under the leadership of NSS and RRC. The college principal, Dr. D.

Suneetha, presided over the program and addressed the students, stating that World

AIDS Day is observed every year on December 1st.
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She explained that the main objectives of this day are — to raise awareness about
HIV/AIDS, to support those affected, and to eliminate misconceptions in society. She
stated that AIDS (Acquired Immuno Deficiency Syndrome) is a group of diseases

caused by the HIV virus, which weakens the body's immune system.

She further explained that HIV spreads through unprotected sexual contact, contact
with infected blood, sharing the same needles or injections, and from mother to child
during pregnancy or childbirth.

It does not spread through handshakes, sharing food or water, mosquito bites,

hugging, or sitting close to an infected person.

She advised that safe practices, using protection, ensuring that only screened blood is
used during blood or organ donation, and being aware of one’s health are essential.

She urged everyone to take responsibility and undergo HIV tests before marriage.

She appealed to everyone to stand together to raise awareness, eliminate
misconceptions, and support those affected by HIV/AIDS. She emphasized that

awareness is protection—our vigilance can save lives.

After the program, students conducted a rally through the streets of Yeleswaram

town, raising slogans to spread awareness and staged a human chain at Balaji Chowk.

% The Principal, Dr. D. Suneetha, presided over the program and stated that every
individual has the right to live without discrimination based on race, colour, gender,
caste, religion, or political reasons. She also mentioned that everyone has the right to

live free from torture, cruelty, bonded labour, and slavery, as well as the right to fair

% The Death Anniversary of Potti Sriramulu was organized at Government Degree

College, Yeleswaram, under the joint auspices of the Departments of History,

Economics, and Political Science.
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% On this occasion, the College Principal, Dr. D. Suneetha, addressing the students,
stated that Potti Sriramulu (1901-1952) was a great martyr who sacrificed his life by
undertaking an indefinite fast for the Telugu people and for the formation of a
separate Andhra State based on language. She explained that he was a Gandhian and
a freedom fighter, and that as a result of his supreme sacrifice, the Andhra State was

formed in 1953.

% She further mentioned that his sole objective was the creation of a separate state for
Telugu-speaking people. After 58 days of fasting, he passed away on 15 December
1952. His death triggered nationwide outrage, which eventually led to the formation
of the Andhra State within three days. She advised the students that by studying the
lives of great personalities and respecting their sacrifices, they too should strive to

reach greater heights in life.

D. Suneetha, Principal.

% National Mathematics Day was celebrated grandly at Government Degree College,
Yeleswaram, under the leadership of K. Suresh, In-charge of the Department of

Mathematics. On this occasion, the college Principal Dr. D. Suneetha first paid floral

tributes to the portrait of Srinivasa Ramanujan and then addressed the students.
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% She stated that National Mathematics Day is celebrated on the occasion of the birth

anniversary of the mathematician Srinivasa Ramanujan. She described Srinivasa
Ramanujan (1887-1920) as a great Indian mathematical genius who made
extraordinary contributions to fields such as number theory, infinite series, and
mathematical analysis, and astonished mathematicians across the world. Though he

passed away at the young age of 32, he remains immortal through numbers like 1729.

She emphasized that mathematics is the mother of all sciences and that without
mathematics, the world would not have progressed in any field today. Mathematics is
extremely useful in solving day-to-day problems and plays a fundamental role in
research in science and technology. She explained that mathematics is central to new
research and problem-solving in areas such as Artificial Intelligence, Big Data,

Machine Learning, Cyber Security, and Cryptography.

She further noted that in a constantly changing world, businesses and governments
depend on mathematical skills to make decisions. Mathematics has significantly
contributed to the study of climate change by helping researchers understand the
Earth’s atmosphere and the effects of global warming. It also helps in understanding
the dynamics of natural systems on Earth related to infectious diseases, their origins,

spread, and control.

Brief Report:
+ National Consumer Rights Day was celebrated with great enthusiasm at Government

Degree College, Yeleswaram under the auspices of the lecturers of the Department of
Commerce, Mr. V. Rama Rao and Dr. Bangarraju. The programme was presided over
by the Principal, Dr. D. Suneetha, who, in her address, stated that consumers play a
crucial role in a country’s economic system. She explained that if consumers do not
use the goods produced or the services provided, producers would have no motivation

to continue production. She emphasized that consumers play a key role in the
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economic, commercial, and advertising sectors, and therefore it is the responsibility

of companies and institutions to protect consumer rights.

She further informed that the Consumer Protection Act came into force in India on 24
December 1986, and since then, National Consumer Rights Day has been observed
every year on the same date. With the growth of technology, digital payments, online
transactions, telemarketing, and similar services have become widespread. In view of
these developments, the Central Government replaced the old Act with a new
Consumer Protection Act in 2019, which came into force across the country from 20

July 2020.

She also mentioned that under the slogan “Jago Grahak Jago” (Awake, Consumer),
the Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution organizes several
programmes for the benefit of consumers. With the introduction of e-commerce
provisions in the new Act, it also applies to companies such as Amazon and Flipkart.
She explained that there will be Consumer Protection Commissions at the district
level, where complaints regarding defects in goods and services can be filed.
Consumers can file complaints directly without the assistance of a lawyer. For cases
involving goods and services worth up to I5 lakh, no court fee is required. As per the

Act, judgments are to be delivered within 120 days of filing a case.

If a consumer is dissatisfied with the decision of the District Consumer Commission,
an appeal can be made to the State Commission. A consumer can file a complaint in
the district where they reside or work, irrespective of where the goods were
purchased or where the deficiency in service occurred. Cases involving goods and
services valued up to 50 lakh are heard at the district level, cases valued between
%50 lakh and X2 crore are heard by the State Commission, and cases exceeding 32
crore should be taken to the National Consumer Commission.She urged all students
to be aware of consumer rights to avoid being cheated and to spread awareness
among others as well.The programme was attended by Vice Principal K.
