​Addressing​ ​the​ ​students,​ ​she​ ​stated​ ​that​ ​Savitribai​ ​Phule​ ​was​ ​a​ ​great​​Indian​​social​

​reformer,​ ​teacher,​ ​and​ ​writer.​ ​She​ ​was​ ​the​ ​wife​ ​of​ ​Jyotirao​ ​Phule​​,​ ​who​ ​worked​
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​tirelessly​​for​​the​​upliftment​​of​​the​​oppressed​​sections​​of​​society.​​Savitribai​​Phule​​was​

​a compassionate soul who loved society beyond caste and religious differences.​

​❖​ ​Smt.​​D.Madhuri,​​Lecturer​​in​​English​​,​​GDC​​Bhimunipatnam​​has​​attended​​as​​resource​

​person​​through​​google​​meet​​and​​addressed​​the​ ​students​​online.​​Sri.​​K.Venkateswara​

​Rao, Vice-Principal,  introduced her to the audience.​

​❖​ ​She​ ​emphasized​ ​that​ ​Savitribai​ ​Phule​ ​fought​ ​collectively​ ​for​ ​a​ ​new​ ​social​ ​system,​

​even​ ​risking​ ​her​ ​life.​ ​She​ ​was​ ​the​ ​first​ ​woman​ ​teacher​ ​of​ ​modern​ ​India​ ​and​ ​a​

​pioneer​ ​of​ ​the​ ​women’s​ ​movement​ ​who​ ​worked​ ​especially​ ​for​ ​the​ ​educational​

​development of oppressed people and women.​

​❖​ ​Defying​ ​the​ ​rigid​ ​social​ ​norms​ ​and​ ​dominant​ ​classes​ ​of​ ​her​ ​time,​ ​she​ ​established​

​schools​​and,​​on​​May​​12,​​1848​​,​​started​​the​​first​​school​​for​​the​​marginalized​​sections​

​in​ ​the​ ​country.​ ​Despite​ ​facing​ ​humiliation​ ​and​ ​numerous​ ​insults​ ​from​ ​society,​ ​she​

​remained​​steadfast​​and​​courageous.​​Within​​just​​four​​years,​​she​​established​​20​​schools​

​in​​rural​​areas​​and​​provided​​free​​education.​​She​​was​​the​​first​​woman​​teacher​​to​​initiate​

​an​​educational​​movement​​in​​India​​in​​1848.​​When​​she​​began​​working​​for​​the​​spread​​of​

​education​​among​​Dalits​​and​​women,​​she​​was​​only​​18​​years​​old.​​During​​their​​lifetime,​

​52​ ​schools​ ​were​ ​established.​ ​In​ ​this​ ​process,​ ​she​ ​faced​ ​several​ ​attacks​ ​and​

​humiliations​ ​from​ ​dominant​ ​caste​ ​groups,​ ​yet​ ​she​ ​never​ ​gave​ ​up​ ​and​​continued​​her​

​struggle​ ​with​ ​determination.​ ​She​ ​concluded​ ​by​ ​expressing​ ​that​ ​Savitribai​ ​Phule’s​

​inspiration​​should​​live​​in​​everyone​​and​​called​​upon​​all​​to​​become​​partners​​in​​building​

​a society free from inequalities.​

​deforestation,​ ​and​ ​pollution​ ​have​ ​placed​ ​many​ ​species​ ​on​ ​the​ ​brink​ ​of​ ​extinction,​

​which​ ​should​ ​be​ ​considered​ ​a​ ​serious​ ​warning​ ​to​ ​humanity.​ ​He​ ​emphasized​ ​that​

​❖​ ​Delivering​ ​the​ ​Keynote​ ​Address​​,​ ​Prof.​ ​Vatsavaya​ ​Raju​ ​of​ ​Kakatiya​ ​University​

​explained​ ​that​ ​biodiversity​ ​is​ ​not​ ​merely​ ​a​ ​collection​ ​of​ ​plants,​ ​animals,​ ​and​

​microorganisms​ ​but​ ​the​ ​foundation​ ​of​​life​​on​​Earth​​and​​a​​pillar​​of​​human​​existence.​

​He​ ​pointed​​out​​that​​rapid​​development,​​deforestation,​​climate​​change,​​pollution,​​and​

​emphasized​ ​that​ ​biodiversity​ ​provides​ ​food,​ ​medicine,​ ​water,​ ​and​ ​climatic​ ​stability,​

​❖​ ​Mr.​ ​Firoz​ ​Shah​ ​from​ ​Azerbaijan​​,​ ​participating​ ​online,​ ​delivered​ ​a​​presentation​​on​

​the​ ​distribution​ ​and​ ​significance​ ​of​ ​bamboo​ ​and​ ​its​ ​ecological​ ​and​ ​economic​

​importance.​

​❖​ ​Prof.​​Venkaiah​​,​​Andhra​​University,​​Visakhapatnam,​​delivered​​a​​detailed​​presentation​
